There are
currently 12 residential connections and no commercial cannections to the water
system. The water source for the Driftwood \Water Serive Area comes from a series
of groundw ater wells located nearby. The water source 15 chlorinated and stored in
one reservolr, Driftwood 1s now included in the Nanoose Bay Peninsula Water
Service Area which includes all seven systems on the Nanoose Peninsula.
