Re: Complaints about land clearance burning.

Mr Chair and Directors,

I have farmed on various lots in Area F for over 50 years. Some owned and some leased. One lot I

farmed until 1965 has not been farmed since and now has trees up to 18 inches in diameter. It would

require a D8 Caterpillar now to bring this land back to a farmable condition.

Land clearing and disposal of resultant debris is an on-going expense and requirement in farming.

Realistically responsible burning is a necessary way to dispose of this material. Chipping and compost is

too costly and can be more harmful to the environment than burning. Burning gets rid of materials

within the debris that can be harmful. Certain woods contain toxic chemicals that can create a harmful

black liquor that can render wells and aquifers unusable for domestic use. Wells in Area F have been

rendered useless when chips have been used on lands. Composting does not remove seeds of invasive

plants and helps spread them around.

The damage to potable water is worse than smoke from casual burning of debris. There are already too

many costly regulations incurred by the farming community.

Director Rogers;

The Nanoose Bay Activities & Recreation Society (NBARS) was incorporated as a not-for-
profit, charitable society in 1987 (S-22415) to enhance and provide recreatonal and cultural
opportunities for residents of RDN Electoral Area 'E', Nanoose Bay. The Society facilitated
construction of Nanoose Place Community Hall in 1991 and has owned and operated the facility for
the past 25 years. Under direction of the Board, Nanoose Place continues to act as epicentre for
recreational, cultural and educational activities for area residents. The NBARS Board of Directors has
identified two capital projects which will allow our society to improve program and service delivery to
the community and increase the effeciency of operations by reducing energy costs.

1) Conversion to Natural Gas - appliance replacement and related work: $107,500
Conversion to natural gas from propane is forecast to save over $8,000/yr in fuel costs. This

conversion is timely as the furnaces are original equipment and have reached the end of their utility
cycle. The Board has engaged the services of a mechanical engineering firm, Rocky Point
Engineering, to provide a preliminary project assessment, project design and specifications as well as
supervising the bid tender process and project inspection upon completion.

The conversion from propane to natural gas also requires the conversion/replacement of hot
water systems and kitchen appliances. Current propane water heater equipment is also at the end of
duty cycle and will be replaced with more efficient natural gas appliances. Commercial kitchen
appliances (range and deep fryers) will be converted to natural gas and refurbished as part of the
contract price. Adequate hot water supply and an efficient and properly functioning food preparation
facility will attract and satisfy the needs of organizations requiring kitchen use for events serving food.

2) Public Address/Sound System - replacement and upgrades: $20,000
The second project identified as a priority by the Board is an upgrade/replacement to the public

address sound system. The system provides sound broadcast for church services, social and
recreational gatherings and local government meetings and workshops. Being able to provide an
effective, fully functional sound system will assist in maintaining the credibility of Nanoose Place as a
reliable venue for organizations requiring amplified sound delivery.
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Project Funding Source:
The attached cost estimate table provides a summary of costs for each project as well as sources

of funding to complete each project. The Nanoose Bay Activities & Recreation Society Board of
Directors has actively solicited contributions from available sources to supplement our request for use
of Community Works funds. The table indicates NBARS has secured $20,000 in funding, including a
contribution from our operating budget, to be applied toward these projects.

Our society asks that you request the RDN enter into an agreement with the Nanoose Bay
Activities & Recreation Society in 2016 to provide the amount of $107,500 from the Community
Works fund program to complete the natural gas conversion and sound system projects identified in this
correspondence.

If you've seen the news about Fort MacMurray ablaze and 80,000 people having to evacuate
their homes and city and flee to safety through a raging fire along the highway -then you
must consider that the residents of the Corcan-Meadowood corridor may well share the same fate
if this Festival is allowed to proceed. We have every reason to be concerned!

Sir, I must make the same request of you, please, that you cancel this festival at the Meadowood
gravel pit, and assign it to another, more suitable and safer venue. Other Meadowood residents
also share these legitimate concerns and have voiced their fears to the PQB News, as well as
their frustration with the RDN.yurnrnary dismissal of this critically important matter.

Given the gravity of this situation, if T do not hear from your office within the next week I will
appeal directly to Minister Peter F'assbender, Community, Sport & Cultural Development &
Responsible for TransLink to intervene, investigate and direct RDN operations accordingly.

The RDN, in an internal meeting held 25 February 2016 (attached), decided arbitrarily to relocate the
Lighthouse Bluegrass Festival, a massive event normally staged at the Lighthouse Community Hall
(Qualicum Bay), to the Meadowood Community Park near Little Quali cum River Falls (attached). This,
without any public consultation directed at the residents of the Corcan-Meadowood area.

Accordingly, the Lighthouse Bluegrass Festival organizers (http://ww w.li gh tli pmsbluegras s. corn  )
admitted to being "bumped out" from their Qualioum Bay venue — inexplicably. One wonders why?
However, this year they expect some 3,000 people to attend and 200 RVs or campers. There is
absolutely no mention of how they plan to accommodate and manage a crowd of this size in either of the
RDN or CMRA online posts; only that

"...The festival has received special concession to allow camping in the Regional District
of Nanauno (RON) park though attendees will have to "camp in the rough," supplying •
all their own water and power .and removing all their own garbage and sewage." PQB
News 24 March 2016

e Meadowood location is a GRAVEL PIT located behind a small grocery/liquor store (attached). The
route is along 5 km stretch of four circuitous country roads, accessed from the (Did Island Hwy at Baylis,
that pass under Hwy 19, with several tight left/right turns along the way in a slow 50km/hr deer-strewn
speed limit. Conversely, the Lighthouse Community Hall (Lions Way) is conveniently located right off
the Old Island Hwy. There are several RV parks nearby and the Hall offers various meeting rooms, a
large kitchen, and multiple washrooms. There are numerous restaurants and cafes located enroute and
nearby that welcome annual RV/Camper traffic, and a large beach to accommodate summer visitors.

By contrast, the gravel pit has nothing. There is no water, no fire hydrants, no electricity, no public
facilities, no RV pads & infrastructure, There is camping at the Little Qualicum River Falls, but this is
limited to 66 camp sites which are already booked. Dashwood Firehall maintains an unmanned Station at
Meadowood with only one light attack vehicle and one ranker. Otherwise, there are no resources to deal
with thousands of people for three days/nights— and all that entails. For now though, I bet the
Meadowood Store will be stocking up on hard liquor, pop and beer. What could possibly go wrong?

The RDN recently issued Stage 2 Water Restrictions; by July 2015 the RDN had already imposed a Stage
4 Ban. Water scarcity in summer is now a serious issue that reflects how hot and dry our summers have
become due to climate change. By June 2015 the Coastal Fire Centre banned all campfires due to
scorching 30°C weather. Last July the heat was unbearable, three wildfires burned simultaneously: Port
Hardy, Sproat Lake, Port Alberni which left a pall of thick,' yellow smoke over our area for weeks.
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According he BC Wildfire Service this year, all the wildfires have been human caused This becomes
the main concern of those with properties that border the gravel pit and beyond... .. that campers and those
attending this festival will surreptitiously light fires after dark to cook or keep warm; they'll drink booze,
smoke crack or pot or something, flick cigarettes into the shadows, get a little drunk/stoned, have fun —
get silly and.... break a few rules, Maybe there'll be an accident that'll spark a small grassfire leading to
he forest,

So what about us Sir? These fun-seekers.... they can leave, go home — go elsewhere, We homeowners,
however, will watch our houses burn while Dashwood fire fighters & Coastal Fire Service struggle to
manage the carnage that's if they can get thru the tangle of RVs blocking the road in the rush to
evacuate.... while the gap wind rushes the fire uphill toward Little Qualicum River Village — where I live.

The other issue is one of SECURITY. Statistically, of the 3000 people the organizers expect, how many
will be burglars, vandals and opportunists who usually infiltrate a crowd. It only takes a few. The
residents of nearby Galvin Place and Ashling Rd. are especially vulnerable. The RDN, CMRA and event
organizers have said nothing about providing security, surveillance and crowd control. According to a
2014 Justice Ministry report the BC property crime rate increased by 8.3%.

The gravel pit is also not graded, there are large rocks strewn about; in the heat, the s
friable, soft and dusty — heavy vehicles can so easily sink in and get stuck, There are s
various elevations, and scattered clumps of bush and dry grasses leading into open forest and
chasm that presents other dangers.

Ours is a RURAL community of secluded homes on acreage properties surrounded by fragrant, and
highly flammable cedar/fir forest, The drive, is lengthy and circuitous, yet we're all willing to bear with
minor inconveniences for the privacy, peace and quiet — the blessings of country life, The CMRA and
RDN, in their various schemes to develop this area, fail to consider the gestalt of this population; they fail
to adequately engage in a credible public consultation process; they routinely ignore protests from
residents. I respectfully submit the RDN do not SEEK INPUT, PROVIDE DECISION CRITERIA, DEMONSTRATE
TRANSPARENCY, or DISPLAY INTEGRITY OF SERVICE. Frankly, the CMRA/RDN do as they please._ to
the detriment of this community. The attached letter to the PQB editor from Mr, George Cowley
reinforces this point. Accordingly, the RDN dismissed his query emails. As such, I appeal to your office
directly, Sir, to stop this ill considered event before it becomes a major catastrophe,

The CMRA have also failed in previous attempts to organize a successful Canada Day Celebration at the
same gravel pit (Minutes attached). I arranged the CFB Comox 442 Squadron C-115 Buffalo Fly-by
Airshow in 2014 & 2015 to help them along. But, attendance was still minimal; people left early, the
venue was plagued by oppressive heat, sudden hot, dry gusts and dust devils that blew down the few tents
& kiosks. Some children suffered heat stroke. There was no shade cover for the stage and the musicians
complained bitterly. The CMRA expected grand profits, but instead faced financial losses each year.

For now, I respectfully request your office order the RDN engage in a more transparent, inclusive and
democratic approach. They must anticipate the needs of the community, plan well ahead (not just a
couple of months), advertise their ideas through targeted mail. outs, conduct surveys and invite public
comment to gauge acceptance of their initiatives, .Local government, in making decisions that affect rural
communities, must do more than just post documents online and call that public consultation. The Case
Summary "You call that an ad?" demonstrates your decision for a similar situation,

To wit: residents should not be expected to read through a plethora of webpages to find out what local
government is planning; yet such is the expectation. Rather, for events like this, local government must
mail questionnaires and surveys to all the households involved. Otherwise, it can't be assumed that
people have been informed — RDN/CMRA cannot presume all residents have a computer or internet
service, or the skills to access online postings. Nor can they rightfully assume that people actually read
the local newspaper, several of which have already disappeared. In a rural community, the RDN must
advertise their plans through direct mail to each household. The taxes, fees and dues we pay subsidize at
least this much.

The CMRA made some perfunctory comments on this estival in their February and March minutes
(attached) but failed to discuss the implications: how this would affect local residents, what are the
dangers (vandalism, arson, burglary), and whether there was any logistical planning to support an event of
this magnitude. The RUN also failed to discuss the logistics in their posts. The attached printouts
establish that neither authority adequately informed its public of their plans; they have yet to consider the
mplications and develop strategies deployed by event managers. Ergo, the urgency of this letter!

For now, given the real problems this badly planned, potentially disastrous Bluegrass Festival will cause
our community, J respectfully, request that you arrange to cancel this event at Meadowood Park and
relocate it to a more appropriate venue. The gravel pit is not a suitable location for a summer show.
Frankly, 1 doubt the campers will clean up before pulling out, and none of the stakeholders have offered
to restore the area to its pre-event condition. It is unfair to expect the people of this neighbourhood to do
the dirty work.

Yes, everyone loves Bluegrass, but an event of this scope needs comprehensive planning,more thorough
organization, security controls and logistics management. It should be held at a venue with the capacity
to offer basic necessities (water, food, waste disposal) and managed by experienced event organizers who
can marshal the resources of trained staff and volunteers with enough lead time to ensure a successful
outcome. The CMRA don't have enough personnel to handle a crowd of thousands and RVs by the
hundreds. Following several dismal failures, they decided to cancel future Canada Day events (attached
CMRA AGM 2015). The RDN hasn't listed plans to manage/supervise this Festival or provide
security/crowd control, the Mid-island Bluegrass Society website have not posted their event management
operations. No one's in charge here; and that puts all us residents at risk.

As such, your timely intervention would be most appreciated.

"We do behave, Cigarette butts are non-existent, We're the tidiest, best-behaved group of
people you'll ever see," said Thorburn In response to at least one local resident who contac
The NEWS with concerns about the lack of Infrastructure for a large crowd.

"It's not like a country music festival with their rough and rowdy ways," Thorburn chuckled. We
have acoustic music, there's no electric guitars or anything, so you can fall asleep by it, or
wake up to it and it doesn't make you want to grind your teeth at at."

She said she fell In love with the music 35 years ago at the unrelated Coombs Bluegrass
Festival. She took up the banjo and has been trying to get others to appreciate the music ever
since.

She said that after five years of helping make the Lions Way field a popular place for activities
they were bumped out arid happened to find the Meadowood location at the same time as the
local resident's association was looking for a Canada Day weekend activity to replace the
traditional fireworks which were cancelled last summer due to the extreme fire hazard
conditions.

"And everythng just let into place out four days."

This year the festival is excited to welcome co-headliners Jeff SCrOggins & Colorado and The
Foggy Hogtown Boys out Of Toronto, who Thorburn called possibly the best bluegrass band in
the world.
